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About the work: 

Filipendulous is an interactive sculpture that represents people staying connected in 
isolating times. The work comprises six wooden posts connected by cord, each placed 
six feet apart and decorated to represent different quarantine coping mechanisms in 
our current social isolation. During the two-week installation, people added messages 
to the sculpture, encouraging connectedness, community, and friendship. 
Filipendulous means “hanging precariously, usually by a single thread.” The title 
references the notecards hanging from the cord, but also brings out the deeper theme 
of confusion in modern society and in a global pandemic. It can often feel like we are 
hanging by a thread, but our hope is that small projects like ours can help people, even 
just a little bit, to feel more connected and grounded, bringing light to this situation 
through art and community.
